20 to July 27 and bring their guests to scheduled group activities during that week

* Supply the campsite that contains their Scouts/Venturers and adult leaders, their
international guest contingent, and a group of 8 Scouts/Venturers and 2 adult leaders from
some other state or Canada with patrol boxes, cooking equipment, wash basins for dish
washing, propane stoves and tanks, tents for the Scouts/Venturers and unit leaders from
their troop or crew, and other group equipment
